grounds, adding texture and highlights. 

 Supplies: 
 3 bottles of alcohol ink, in differing colors (Do not bring 3 browns, or 3 reds, etc.) 
 Preferred brands, Ranger Andirondack- black cap or Jacquard Pinata- white cap. You may 
bring Hobby Lobby brand or Brea Reese, it is of lessor quality but will work for class 
needs.  Do not bring pearls, metallics, alloys, or white, which have differing properties of regu-
lar. Blick Art Supply usually has both brands, as does Jo Anne Fabrics. Jo Anne's has Ranger 
in scrapbooking area in 3 packs and larger and Pinata sets in dimensional paint aisle. Hobby 
Lobby does not carry Pinata, but Ranger is in the scrapbooking aisle. Mangelsenôs has indi-

vidual bottles of Ranger in scrapbooking and Pinata in art supply.   
Nitrile gloves - both hands 
Paper towels or shop towels 
Thick pad of newspaper 
small cup for water 
sponge applicator any size 
1 or 2 fan brushes- any size 
1-2 medium round brush size 4-6 
1-2 flat and or filbert brush 1/2-1 inch 
1-2 small round, detail and or liner brush   (do not bring your best 
brushes) 
small 4 to 6 well plastic palette 
If you have any scraps of contact paper, Elmers white or clear glue, 

please bring. If you wish to bring alcohol ink markers, we will address techniques, when and
